There will be two weekends devoted to championship racing with, subject to weather conditions, a variety of races, short round the buoys and longer out on the main lake with hopefully at least six races each weekend.
Each race shall count equally. The low point scoring system shall be used and if 4 or more races are sailed each competitor shall drop their worst score. If 8 races are sailed 2 scores shall be dropped.
If 12 are sailed 3 will be dropped and so on. Boats sailing less than four races shall be struck out before allocating points to the remaining boats for D.N.S.

Rule 8.1

If there is a series score tie between two or more boats, each boats race scores shall be listed in order of best

to worst, and at the first point(s) where there is a difference the tie shall be broken in favour of the boat(s) with the
best score(s). No excluded scores shall be used.

Rule A9: For a series that is held over a period of time longer than a regatta, a boat that came to the starting area but did not start, did not finish,

retired after finishing or was disqualified shall be scored points for the finishing place one more than the number of boats that came to the starting area.
A boat that did not come to the starting area shall be scored points for the finishing place one more than the number of boats entered in the series.
